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APPLICATION TO HOST THE WFITN BI ANNUAL MEETING
  
 
The WFITN meeting is held once every 2 years and is an open meeting for any person interested in Neurointervention. The meeting is generally held over a 4 day period in a suitable venue with a plenary session room and parallel session rooms.
The local organising committee is responsible for the following functions:
1.    Booking a venue for the meeting that complies with local and international rules such as those prescribed by EUCOMED.
2.    Securing suitable accommodation for delegates
3.    Arranging congress functions which would typically include a welcome reception, presidents dinner and gala dinner.
4.    Planning a scientific program together with the scientific committee chairperson of the WFITN executive
5.    Determining congress fees for participants and industry partners.
6.    Negotiating and signing contracts with industry partners.
7.    Marketing the meeting through email, postal flyers and website. Marketing should focus on the scientific content of the meeting and must uphold the principles and image of the WFITN. The WFITN executive has the right to request changes to any material that does not adhere to these principles.
8.    Having a representative present at all WFITN executive meetings and general assemblies in the 2 years preceding the meeting.
 
 
The local organising committee is responsible for the financial arrangements of the meeting although the WFITN treasurer may make available a start-up loan.
Any profits generated will be shared 50% for the local organisers and 50% for the WFITN. After the meeting the treasurer must receive a budget showing all income and expenditure for the meeting.

· The application form and letter from prospected congress president should be send by e-mail to WFITN secretary: secretary@wfitn.org and copied to the Secretary General: Darren.Orbach@childrens.harvard.edu
· The deadline for the application is May, 21st, 2022.

The process will be:
· The WFITN Executive Committee will review the applications with regard to completeness, geographical distribution and general suitability for hosting a congress. Those endorsed by the ExCom will proceed in the process. 
· The invitation letter will be emailed to the WFITN members and will be displayed on the WFITN Home Page as election information.
· The election of the 2026 WFTIN Scientific Meeting venue will take place during the upcoming General Assembly at the 2022 WFITN Kyoto Scientific Meeting.
· The candidates will be given 5 minutes before the election to present their proposed venue and preliminary scientific program to the General Assembly.
· There will be a secret ballot for voting between all hosting cities. If there are more than two applicants there will be a second secret ballot for voting between the two with the largest number of votes in the first 
· The applicant who gets the absolute majority of votes (50% + 1 vote) at the first ballot will be elected President of the WFITN meeting. If the absolute majority is not reached initially, a second ballot will be held during the same General Assembly in order to choose between the two first candidates who will have obtained the most important number of votes. The applicant who will have obtained, at the issue of this second voting process, the majority of ballot papers will be elected President of the WFITN meeting.
